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Despite many of the challenges that the organization faced due to the difficult circumstances in the
country, and the spread of diseases and epidemics, Generations Without Qat has been able to
implement several projects in 2021, funded by number of international partners, which helped to
reduce beneficiaries suffering in several sectors:

WASH, Shelter, Food Security and Livelihoods, Camp management and Coordination, Develop-
ment, peacebuilding, good governance, and Education.
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Generations without Qat Interventions:




1- WASH Sector

Water, sanitation, and hygiene pro-
grams are of high importance in emer-
gencies, as they are necessary to
maintain safe water supplies and im-
plement emergency sanitation in the
affected areas. It also prevents the
spread of diseases among displaced
persons and migrants in camps and
host communities.

Generations without Qat has imple-
mented two WASH projects:

1- RESTORING/MAINTAINING SUS-
TAINABLE AND EMERGENCY WASH
SERVICES TO SUPPORT THE MOST
AFFECTED PEOPLE IN HIGH PRI-
ORITY DISTRICTS IN MAQBANAH
AND AT TA'IZIYAH IN TAIZ GOVER-
NORATE funded by Yemen Humani-
tarian Fund -YHF.

PROJECT OBJECTIVES :

The project, funded by YHF in MAQBANAH
AND AT TA'IZIYAH IN TAIZ GOVERNORATE,
aimed to;

1- restore and maintain water and sanitation
systems, particularly in high-risk areas, provide
sanitation and hygiene services in emergencies,
and assistance to the most vulnerable people.
2- increase access of the targeted HHs of IDPs
and the vulnerable host communities to clean
and safe water and suitable and appropriate
sanitation facilities and enhance hygiene prac-
tices of the targeted of HHs of IDP and host
communities in two high-priority districts.

This goal has followed a gender-sensitive ap-

proach:; i.e., the unigue needs of women, girls,
boys, and men have been identified and reflect-
ed in the project activities, such as constructing
latrines and involving women in training volun-
teers on hygiene promotion and in community
committee’s formation.
The main objective has been achieved through a
series of activities implemented to be in line with
the WASH cluster's objectives and the WASH
cluster strategy for the 2020 SA of YHPF.
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PROJECT ACTIVITIES:

« During the period of the project implemen-
tation, the project launch workshop was im-
plemented targeting (GWQ staff and partici-
pants from the Local Water and Sanitation
Committee and the General Authority for
Rural Water) with the aim of increasing the
project team's knowledge of the project and
its objectives, indicators, and activities.

« Preparing technical studies and tender pro-
cedures for plans.

« Repair and rehabilitation of two rural water
supply systems with the installation of a solar
system in Magbaneh: in Aldarah and Solif
water projects, rehabilitation work also in-
cluded the rehabilitation of water sources, the
rehabilitation of the reservoir and the pump-
ing unit, as well as the operation of the
pumping unit through the installed solar
system.

« Conduct water quality testing in coopera-
tion with the local water and sanitation com-
mittee of the target water system.

« Biological test (two tests for each water
project targeted for maintenance to ensure
that there is no E. coli). One test before main-
tenance and the other after maintenance.

« Water Trucking to 300 IDPs families for 60
days at hosting sites in Altayziah district, fol-
lowed by an exit strategy linking the dis-
placed water tanks with the sustainable
water supply line in coordination with the
General Authority for Rural Water.

« Water quality surveillance -FRC testing.

« monitored through different supervisors
teams:

« supervisors team to follow up and check
the water quality by performing FRC, Ph, and
TDS on regular basis using digital devices.

« Purchase and installation of 20 communal
water tanks/taps in IDPs sites.

« Provision of water storage containers to
6700 HHs in Magbanah and 300 HHs in At
Ta'iziyah) .

« Purchasing and supplying water filters to
SAM for 500 HHs in Magbanah.Water filters
were distributed in rural areas which people
there depend as the main source of surface
well water, which is often impure, and be-
cause of the lack of access of the beneficia-
ries to chlorine and their inability to use it, the
choice of distributing water filters was the
most appropriate solution for these families
to obtain safe drinking water after Coordina-
tion and recommendations of the cluster. The
beneficiaries were chosen from families
whose one or more of its members suffer
from SAM in addition to the criteria of vulner-
ability represented by (a family without
income, a family whose number of members
is more than7, and the majority of them are
children, a family containing pregnant and
lactating women, a family hosting displaced
persons.

« Providing support to implement HHs la-
trines with cesspits with closely monitoring,
providing consultation and technical support
for 100 HHs in Magbanah district. This activi-
ty was accompanied by raising awareness
campaigns.

« Identifying the modality through CFW Will
be based on the result of meeting with the
targeted HHs.

« There were no sewerage networks in Al
Magbanah areas, and only manholes were
used as drainage cesspits. According to the
results of interviews with families, the families
asked for either materials or the price of ma-
terials to build the latrines themselves to pre-
vent the spread of epidemics among the
members of society. The wash engineers
were available to guide the HHs about the
mechanism of implementing the cesspits.

« Installation of 100 emergency latrines in
IDPs sites and supply them with solar energy
in At Ta'iziyah.

« Conducting a pre- and post-KAP survey.

« Conducting field visits to monitor and report
activities at all project cycle stages.
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« Register and verify beneficiaries for the
Hygiene kits.

« Distribution of sanitation kits for 100 HHs
to 100 latrines in the IDPs sites of in At
Ta'iziyah.

« Conduct Post distribution monitoring and

An
essential part of our protection tasks is to
ensure access to adequate shelter during hu-
manitarian emergencies

In shelter and non-food sector, Generations
without Qat implemented the project "Providing
150 rental subsidies and 200 livelihood assis-
tance for IDPs in Jabal Habshi and Ma'afar dis-
trict in Taiz Govemorate "

. The project aimed to ensure that lives are
saved and human suffering reduced through

The existence of sources of livelihoods, basic
services, protection, and safety measures at
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the community level - especially if sources of
insecurity are identified and managed - will
demonstrate that the population's awareness
of the stability of society will prove that in-
vestment in livelihoods and public services
will increase, displaced persons will have
more opportunities to return to their homes,
confiict recovery will be faster and conflicts
can be prevented in the future.
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In 2021, Generations without Qat imple-
mented the project of "Livelihood Assistance
project for women and young people in Mu-
kalla city, Hadramaut governorate” in the food
security and livelihood sector.

The project, which was funded by PHP, tar-

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The camps management and Camps coordi-
nation sector is a simulation of responses in
locations similar to different displacement sit-
uations. The camps management approach
and coordination of its activities for integrated
responses generally focus on: - integrated
multi-sector response (in accordance with
standard aid mechanisms - building a site
management system/a practical system of
appropriate protection-oriented responses -
community participation.

This sector aims to manage all IDPs' hosting

sites and works to implement assistance and
protection activities for them and to monitor
their needs in the light of agreed local and in-
ternational laws and standards in order to im-
prove their living conditions and integratedly
respond to their needs in all sectors and
enable them to have their basic rights to live in
dignity.

Funded by YHF , Generations Without Qat

Education is a major and important pillar in
the life of society and a fundamental right
of children in particular and all groups in
general, education in the targeted areas
suffers from some obstacles that make it
difficult to continue the process of educa-
tion in accordance with the quality of edu-
cation sought by the Ministry of Education,
these barriers contribute significantly to
undermining the quality of the educational
process and directly and negatively affect
students and teaching staff.

Generations without Qat has conducted a
field needs assessment in 34 of the 58
schools in the district of Al-Mukha, the
study concluded that 24 of the 34 schools,
which contain 10,550 students, need to
provide many support aspects such as
children's bags and bags for teachers,
provide a number of chairs to cover the
need as well as whiteboards and restore
concrete spores, in addition to the resto-
ration of some parts of buildings and toilets
for six schools.
